Course Description:
The purpose of this course is to receive credit for a required English class using the computer based independent program Edgenuity. 
Prerequisites:
There are no prerequisites for this class.
Textbooks and Materials:

Although there are no required textbooks, access to the Internet at home is very beneficial. 
Major Assignments/Assessments:

The Edgenuity program has an Assignment Calendar that sets up the student’s course to show them how they can complete the class on time.  Most classes are 1 semester in length.  
Grading Procedures:
The following percentages will be used for assigning grades:  Quizzes= 20%, Tests= 30%, Assignments= 10%,  Essays= 20%, Exam= 20%.  Passing threshold for all assignments= 70%.   Edgenuity has a feature called the “Parent Portal”.  By providing an email address, the parents will receive a daily update on their student’s progress and grade.  The student will see their grade daily when they log into the program.  
Course Policies:

1.  You are required to take notes on all vocabulary and lectures pertaining to your class.

2.  You are expected to make the most out of your class time.  We expect you to be on task and working the entire class period.  

3.  While at school, your primary focus is to earn credit towards graduation.  We expect you to help us maintain a quiet working environment.  

4.  If you are struggling with the content of your class, there are 3 highly trained teachers here to assist you.  “Googling” answers or using the Internet without permission are not acceptable means of “learning”.  

Classroom Expectations:

 1.   You are tardy if you are not in the room at the time the class is scheduled to begin. The procedures outlined in the student handbook for tardiness will be followed along with the rest of the rules in the handbook.

 2.   You are responsible for all equipment and materials that are assigned to you.  

 3.   If you are absent, it is your responsibility to contact us.  

Electronic Use Guidelines/Rules/Procedures

Since the coursework is online, there is no need for electronic device usage during class time.  These types of electronics should not be out during class.  
Late Work Policy:
Edgenuity has an assignment calendar written into their program.  Students are working at their own pace and have daily updates letting them know if they are on track to finish on time.  There is no “late work” as seen in other types of classrooms.  
Retesting Policy:

Students automatically have a quiz retake built into the program.  If they need a 3rd retake, they must provide the instructor with their notes.  If the student needs a retake on a topic test, the instructor will not only assess their notes, but also discuss what is prohibiting the student from passing the test.  Additional watching of lectures, note-taking or further independent learning may be necessary. 
How to Access Additional Help/Support:

There are 3 staff members assigned to assist students in the Career Academy.  If a student becomes “stuck” in any area of their course, they are encouraged to approach any member of the staff… who will either help them or direct them to the appropriate staff member who can.  
Parent Communication

The students are split into two groups, under the advisement of Mr. Pfeiffer or Mrs. Nowak.  Both advisors set up parents, who provide an email address, with the Parent Portal daily progress report emails.  They also contact parents frequently throughout the semester if their student begins to show signs of distress.
