Course Title: Tech Graphics I I    Credit: 1 Credit Hour (2 Semesters)        Instructor: Mr. Schneider    Location: Room B110
Course Description: 
The focus of this class will be on computer drawing and industrial process through an independent guided study. Emphasis will be placed on sketching, working drawings, and reverse engineering. This class will be of interest to students interested in engineering, machine trades, and technical drawing.
Course Introduction:

4. Analyze how technology has influenced the society and culture of the world and how culture and society have influenced technology. 

5. Interpret the meaning of technology, how it has influenced/effected the past, present and future of society.

Classroom Expectations:
